Registration Process



The Registrar position is in charge of coordinating the registration process. HRMHA usually provides four opportunities to register a player with HRMHA:

1. Early registration and equipment swap - this is normally scheduled prior to the Town's “Make the Connection” night.

2. “Make the Connection” night registration - normally held mid-September.

3. At the Rink during the first week of scheduled practices - register with the Director of the applicable division.

4. After the first week people will need to contact the Registrar directly to register a player.

KidSport (Sponsorship) – You can go to the Sport North website at www.sportnorth.com for application forms and further information regarding funding/sponsorship. All applications for KidSport funding will go directly through the Registrar.

Fees:

Fees are set by the Executive Committee during their meeting in September and are subject to change from season to season. Fees are due prior to the player going on the ice. 

Minor hockey does have a Registration Refund Policy as follows (you can also find this policy on the website):

Written notice to your Director requesting a refund must be submitted in order to qualify for refund.  If you or your child elects to quit after December 31, there is no refund of the remaining three months unless for major medical reasons and subject to the discretion of the HRMHA Executive. HRMHA must take the insurance portion ($40) from the registration fees as soon as the child steps on the ice, even if he/she has only gone out once.  The rest is pro-rated by month. 

An example of this is:

If the fee is $375, $40 goes for insurance.  $375 - $40 = $335 divided by 6 months (Oct. to Mar.) = $55.83 per month.  If child goes on the ice at all and decides to quit, the parent forfeits the $40 insurance and the $55.83 for the one month of the season – the refund amount would then be calculated accordingly and returned. 

When parents register their children they must also complete the following items as part of the registration process before their child will be allowed to step on the ice:

Registration Form - filled out and signed

Master Registration Form filled out  (this is the “Hard Card” created by the Registrar)
Registration Fee Paid

Fundraising and volunteer Commitments signed up for

Commitment Cheques/Money Order, Cash Received

Medical Form filled out

Player & Parent Fair Play Codes signed

Bantam/Midget Code of Conduct Signed

Divisions/Ages:

Players are to be registered in the following divisions according to their age as of December 31st:

Learn to Play (a division of Initiation) - ages 4-6

Initiation - ages 5-6

Novice - ages 7-8

Atom - ages 9-10

Peewee - ages 11-12

Bantam - ages 13-14

Midget - ages 15-17

We do not have a separate female division so we register females in their proper age category division.

If you feel your player should be playing in a division higher or lower then what he/she is suppose to be in please register him/her in the proper age category. Please refer to the Player Movement Policy found on the website for information on the process of seeing if your child can move up or down a division. HRMHA automatically approves movement down one division for females, however, you still must register in the proper age category.
