Information for Parents Sending Players on Tournaments



When sending your child with someone on a hockey tournament, there is a financial obligation on your part. Please see the HRMHA Travel Policy for reference. 

Sending your child with Coach or Director:   If that coach or director is eligible to claim their travel expenses - (note only 2 coaches and 1 director are eligible to claim per tournament) then the following applies from the travel policy: 

All players traveling with coaches are to pay a portion of the expenses, coaches child included. The amount required to be paid is $40 for each night over, and $20 for a day trip. These amounts will be deducted from the travel claim regardless of whether the fee is collected by the claimant. These fees do not include food for the player. Players are expected to bring additional money.

For Example - if Justin is traveling with a coach to Beaverlodge, Justin would be required to pay at the minimum $40 for Friday night and $40 for Saturday night (total $80 to cover his portion of the gas and hotel).  Justin would need additional money for his food for Friday, Saturday and Sunday.  An amount to look at for a growing boy playing hockey all weekend would be at the very least $60 per day (total $180 to cover his breakfast, lunch, supper and snacks).  Spending money will also need to be considered for things like raffle table, dollar stores, entertainment like a movie or hockey game, etc (estimate $25).  So weekend total could be about $80 + $180 + $25 = $285 (he could always come home with anything left over). 

Sending your child with another parent: you and the other parents should be coming up with a mutually agreed upon amount.  Although the travel policy does make a suggestion as follows, it is just a suggestion and it is up to the parents to come up with an agreement.  (If you are sending your child with a coach or director that is NOT eligible to claim the travel, then this information would also apply.....) 

The required payment for players traveling with coaches/directors ($40) be suggested as a guideline for parents who are either taking other players or sending their children with other parents. 

For Example - A guideline is - if Justin was going with Joe Blow, and Joe Blow was taking his own kid Jeff, and another kid Harry, then it would be reasonable for Justin to pay for 1/3 of Joe Blow’s gas expenses and 1/3 of his hotel expenses.  And Justin would need enough money so he could eat properly and pay for miscellaneous expenses (1/3 gas + 1/3 hotel + $180 meals + $25 misc).

NOTE:
As a suggestion, parents may also want to send a letter with the coach/ director/other parent taking your child outlining that in the event of an injury requiring parental consent for medical attention, and if you are unreachable, you give consent to the person who has taken your child to provide consent as required for the medical attention.
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
